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General Education Requirements

Three options are available to students who plan to complete their General Education requirements at City Colleges of

Chicago.

e Associate of Arts or Associate of Science degree: Students who transfer with an approved lllinois Community
College Board (ICCB) Model Associate of Arts degree will have met Northeastern lllinois University’s General
Education requirements. Students who transfer with an Associate of Science degree granted December 2016 or
later may need to take one additional Humanities course and one additional Social and Behavioral Sciences course

to meet Northeastern’s General Education requirements.

e Completion of the lllinois Articulation Initiative (IAl): Students who transfer after completing the lllinois
Articulation Initiative (IAl) will have met their General Education requirements.

ANTHRO 202, PSYCH 201, SOC 201, and BIOLOGY 114 (or their equivalents at Northeastern) must be completed by
the end of Semester 5 as part of the Liberal Arts requirement in the Social Work major.

MATH 125 should be completed if the student wishes to pursue a Master’s Degree in Social Work, as most Social

Work Master’s Degree programs require a statistics course.

Students pursuing a Master’s Degree in Social Work need to maintain a 3.0 GPA and must get a “B” or higher in all

of their major courses.
