Early Childhood Education Program Description

The program in Early Childhood Education (ECED) consists of 43 hrs in professional courses, which are divided into 5 levels.
A minor from an approved list, is also necessary to complete the program in Early Childhood Education at Northeastern
lllinois University. Students who complete this program qualify for a Professional Educator License with an endorsement in
Early Childhood Education (birth-grade 3).

Admission Requirements

e Students must have earned a minimum cumulative grade point average of 2.0 or higher for all college or university
course work attempted. Students must be in good academic standing at the last college or university attended.

e Required documents are: application for admission, $30 nonrefundable application fee, and official transcripts
from all colleges and universities.

Transfer Policies

e Students with an AA degree from an lllinois Community College and/or completion of the IAl will have fulfilled
Northeastern’s general education requirements.

e A maximum of 64 semester hours may be transferred to Northeastern lllinois University from a community college.
In cases where both a community college and university were attended, a maximum of 90 semester hours are
accepted, with a maximum of 64 semester hours allowed at the community college level.

higher on the ACT test, if taken within the last ten years (Note: completion of the Writing section of the ACT is
required).

General Education: 36 credit hours (see requirements below)
English 101 or equivalent (grade of “C” or higher): At CLC, take ENG 121 - English Composition |

Total Credits and Credit Levels: A minimum of 120 semester hours must be earned by every undergraduate
student to be eligible to graduate from Northeastern. Students must complete a minimum of 40 semester
hours at the 300 level to meet the Upper Division Requirement.

Major Program: Undergraduate students must declare and complete a major. Students must earn a grade of
“C” or higher in all courses counted toward the major. No “P” grades will count toward a major.

Residency: Must complete a minimum of 30 credit hours at Northeastern.

GPA: Students must have a minimum cumulative 2.0 GPA (overall “C” average). Some academic programs and
departments have other specific grade requirements.

Improving Human Relations: The Improving Human Relations requirement may be met through the General
Education program. Courses are available in both the Humanities and Social / Behavioral Sciences categories.
You may choose a course that meets the Improving Human Relations requirement and Humanities or Social /
Behavioral Sciences.

WIP (Writing Intensive Program): Students must successfully complete a writing intensive course within their
discipline. This course must be completed at Northeastern. Students completing the Bachelor of Arts in Early
Childhood Education fulfill this requirement by taking ECED 313 — WIP: Language Development and
Acquisition.

University Core Curriculum (UCC): Students must complete three Engaged Learning Experience (ELE) courses.
ELE courses are either Boundary Crossing (ELE-X) or Discipline Specific (ELE-DS) and are chosen in consultation
with the student’s advisor. At least one course must be at the 300 level and one course must be an ELE-X
course as part of meeting the requirement.
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Daniel L. Goodwin College of Education General Education/Teacher Licensure Courses
The general education courses for the Goodwin College of Education are divided specifically in subjects that are
demonstrated to be beneficial for students pursuing degrees in education. These requirements must be met in order to
obtain a Professional Educator License in Early Childhood Education through the state.

ECED Program Graduation Criteria:

e Completion of all Northeastern and College of Education General Education Requirements.

e Completion of all professional education sequence courses and requirements.

e Maintain cumulative GPA of 2.5.

e Maintain professional sequence GPA of 2.75.

e In order for students to be entitled by Northeastern for a Professional Educator License in Early Childhood
Education, they must have received a “B” or better in student teaching and have passed the Test of Academic
Proficiency (TAP) and the ILTS Content Area Test. In order for students to be certified by the Illinois State Board of
Education, they will need to have passed the appropriate ILTS Assessment of Professional Teaching Test.

* These courses are part of the professional sequence in Early Childhood Education and are only offered at Northeastern. Consult with
assigned Program Advisor.
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Minor/Area of Concentration: (Minimum 18 credit hours)

All Early Childhood Education students may choose between selecting and declaring a minor or completing an area of
concentration at Northeastern. Students who declare a minor must meet the requirements of the department in which the
minor is housed, completing at least 18 credit hours, 9 of which must be at the 300 level. Students who choose to complete
an area of concentration must complete a total of 18 credit hours in the area, 9 of which must be at the 300 level.

Scholarships in the amount of $2,000 will be awarded to new transfers who meet the following criteria and who apply early
for admission. Scholarships will be awarded on a first-come first-serve basis:

e Admitted entering transfer students with an Associate of Arts or Associate of Science (or at least 60 earned

credits).

e Must have at least a cumulative transfer GPA of 3.50.

e Must be an lllinois resident.

e Must be enrolled as a full time student at Northeastern.

Deans Merit Scholarship
Scholarships in the amount of $1,000 will be awarded to new transfers who meet the following criteria and who apply early
for admission. Scholarships will be awarded on a first-come first-serve basis:

e Admitted entering transfer students with an Associate of Arts or Associate of Science (or at least 60 earned credit

hours.

e  Must have at least a cumulative transfer GPA of 3.00.

e  Must be an lllinois resident.

e  Must be enrolled as a full time student at Northeastern.

Until all of the scholarships are awarded, students who meet these qualifications will automatically be considered for the
Provost and Deans Merit Scholarships at the time of applying for admission to Northeastern. Completing an additional
application is not necessary.
