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General Education Requirements

Three options are available to students who plan to complete their General Education requirements at City Colleges of

e Associate of Arts or Associate of Science degree: Students who transfer with an approved lllinois Community
College Board (ICCB) Model Associate of Arts degree will have met Northeastern lllinois University’s General
Education requirements. Students who transfer with an Associate of Science degree granted December 2016 or
later may need to take one additional Humanities course and one additional Social and Behavioral Sciences course
to meet Northeastern’s General Education requirements.

e Completion of the lllinois Articulation Initiative (IAl): Students who transfer after completing the lllinois
Articulation Initiative (IAl) will have met their General Education requirements.

e Transfer Course Lists for City Colleges of Chicago: Students may choose to meet their General Education
requirements by selecting courses from Northeastern’s Transfer Course Equivalency Guides. When choosing this
option, please use the following Northeastern Illinois University General Education guide:
