Students with a score of ‘3’ on the AP test will still need to

complete PSY 100 at Triton or PSYC 200 at Northeastern with a grade of “C” or better in order to meet the major

requirement at NEIU.

All students who earn an Associate of Arts Degree from Triton College enter Northeastern with 64 hours of transfer

credit, even if they have earned fewer than 64 credit hours. See the NEIU Transfer Policy for further information.

Minor

courses of study at Northeastern are 18-21 credit hours and can be completed in place of general electives without

adding additional semesters or credit hours to a student’s graduation plan.
